\Y/loYs 2Yg=10le1gl | Schools will be aware that we are approaching the time of year where Foundation Stage Profile
Newsletter Moderation takes place. With this in mind, we felt it timely to provide the latest information on the
Moderation process in Lincolnshire.

The Local Authority has a statutory responsibility to ensure that all practitioners responsible for the
completion of the EYFS Profile take part in moderation activities at least once annually.  Schools
receive an individual moderation visit once every 4 years and for the remaining 3 years in the cycle,
attend a cluster moderation event.

The moderation process involves a professional dialogue to ensure practitioner judgements are in line
with nationally agreed exemplification and seeks to ensure that everyone feels confident that recorded
judgements are accurate both locally and nationally.

Moderation should be a supportive process and is designed to develop practitioners’ confidence in their
approaches to assessment and making judgements against the EYFS Profile. The Birth to Five Service
will work with practitioners, offering support and challenge to ensure that the outcomes for children in
Lincolnshire are consistent and fair.

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&- Collection of Evidence

‘Practitioners and EYFS profile moderators need to be aware that the definition of

evidence is any material, knowledge of the child, anecdotal incident, result of observation or information
from additional sources that support the overall picture of the child’s development. There is no
requirement that it should always be formally recorded or documented.’

(EYFS Profile Handbook p12)

This does not mean that it should never be recorded; neither does it mean that practitioners should
keep onerous and unmanageable systems.

o Practitioner’s are NOT required to collect 3 pieces of evidence for each scale point.
° The collection of evidence should be part of every day practice.
. The collection of evidence should be both a meaningful record of a child’s attainment and

achievement as well as being manageable for practitioners.

Please note:

‘In order to make consistent and accurate judgements, practitioners need to use valid and consistent
evidence to inform their assessments. This evidence will be collected as an ongoing process from a
spectrum of circumstances in which children demonstrate their knowledge, skills and understanding.
The majority of evidence will come from the practitioner’s knowledge of the child and observation of the
child’s self-initiated activities.’

Information from parents

Schools that have been selected for individual moderation have already received
letters confirming this. Each school will be visited by a moderator and will be asked
to provide a print out of attainment of the whole cohort's EYFS Profile scores. |

The moderator will select three children from this print out who are working within g m
each of the ability bands. This is in line with the QCDA moderation requirements

details of which are available on the Birth to Five Website.

There will be a short 10 minute joint observation of a child, then the majority of the visit will consist
of moderation of evidence for the three children against the two areas of learning.

\\!‘, Moderation Procedures

As outlined in the QCDA Local Authority Moderation requirements booklet all schools
judgements are moderated at least once every year.

) 25% of schools receive an individual moderation visit to the school.

o 75% of schools are then called to a cluster event local to the school to take part in
agreement trialling and moderation events.

Cluster Moderation

\‘ Schools that have been selected for cluster moderation will receive a letter to attend a specific
cluster meeting in their local area.

The morning session will focus on agreement trialling and moderation of Personal, Social and
Emotional Development.

There will also be a standards discussion which will focus on the use of data and quality assurance of
the EYFS Profile data.

The afternoon session will consist of agreement trialling and moderation of Knowledge and
Understanding of the World.

Practitioners will be asked to bring a print out of EYFS Profile scores for the whole cohort and a range
of evidence to support judgements against the
areas of learning for one child representing each
of the ability groups;
